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Expanded Groundwater Banking Project 
Begins Operations 

After  months of planning followed by 

a flurry of construction, the expanded 

Turnipseed Basin Groundwater Bank-

ing Project began operations on Sep-

tember 6th with the introduction of 

water into the new project site. 

The additional 80 acres doubles the  

previous size of the recharge basins 

located at Avenue 176 and Road 32, 

central to the District. The original 80 

acres was purchased in  1993 and de-

veloped into a recharge site later in that 

year. 

The new acreage was purchased in 

2009 as an aging Thompson grape 

vineyard. The property was later 

cleared and plans developed to con-

struct four individual but connected 

recharge cells of approximate equal 

size. As part of the project, modifica-

tions were made at the location of the 

existing White River diversion struc-

ture that allows water diverted by the 

District from the Friant Kern Canal 

into White River to flow into the new 

project site. Additional turnouts from 

the Districtõs distribution system were 

also added that allows water to be di-

verted into the new cells when there is 

pipeline capacity available. 

New meters that will provide more 

accurate measurements of water flow-

ing from White River into the entire 

Turnipseed Banking Project will be 

installed later in the year. 

Project costs are expected to total ap-

proximately $434,000, with grants from 

the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation con-

tributing  $322,200 toward that cost. 

With the abundant 2011 water supply 

the District expects to keep the entire 

160 acres under water through Febru-

ary. The District has targeted total 

groundwater recharge for the 2011 wa-

ter year at the Turnipseed Project  at 

12,000 acre-feet.

When the fall season ap-

proaches with less time 

needed to attend to water 

deliveries and water-

related services, DEID 

staff begins the process of 

assessing the maintenance 

needs throughout the Dis-

trict. From that assess-

ment the District develops 

a work schedule that will 

be our primary focus be-

tween October and Febru-

ary. 2011 is no exception, 

and initial plans are being 

made. 

The list is always longer 

than staff has time to ac-

complish, requiring priori-

ties to be set. So far, we 

have identified the follow-

ing work items as high 

priority: 

¶ Repair of pipeline 

leaks; 

¶ Installation of request-

ed turnout float sys-

tems for growers; 

¶ Pumping plant clean-

ing and painting; 

¶ Removal of aquatic 

weeds from regulating 

reservoirs. 

A number of other annual 

maintenance activities will 

be tackled as well, includ-

ing annual maintenance of 

the Districtõs 18 motor 

control centers and weed 

control at our facilities. 

Some of these activities 

may require temporary 

shutdown of a lateral, dis-

rupting water service. We 

apologize for any incon-

venience and appreciate 

your cooperation and un-

derstanding.

The staff of DEID does its best to maintain 

the Districtôs 172 miles of pipeline, 18 

pumping plants, 100 pumps and motors 

and 5 regulating reservoirs.

ß Rosedale Rio Bravo Water Storage DistrictñDEID and RRBWSD negotiated a banking agreement in 2010 and has 

banked water in both 2010 and 2011. DEID currently has 27,225 acre-feet available for return from RRBWSD. 

Terms to bank an additional 15,000 acre-feet this winter are currently being discussed between the two districts. 

ß Pixley Irrigation DistrictñDEID and PID are jointly investigating a regional groundwater banking project that 

would provide benefits to both Districts while also potentially giving opportunities for others to bank water. The in-

vestigation has identified a location for the project with on-site analysis scheduled for this winter. 

The DEID Board of Directors continues to seek opportunities to mitigate supply shortages that will occur in drier water 

years, particularly in light of anticipated losses that are a part of the San Joaquin River restoration program.
